He further elaborated on the application timelines and admission cycles for 

2026, required standardized tests and English proficiency exams, Statement of Purpose (SOP) and Letter 

of Recommendation (LOR) preparation, scholarship and financial aid options, visa documentation and 

interview preparation. He also shared practical tips on building strong student profiles through 

internships, extracurricular activities, and research exposure. An interactive Q&A session followed, 

where students clarified doubts related to course selection, budget planning, accommodation, and job 

opportunities abroad. Mr. Yash Pareek assisted in facilitating the discussion and addressing logistical 

queries from participants.
